The Student Senate for California Community Colleges (SSCCC) is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit student organization recognized by the Board of Governors of the California Community Colleges. The mission of the SSCCC is to pursue policies that will improve student access, promote student success, engage and empower local student leaders, and enrich the collegiate experience for all California community college students. The embodiment of the Student Senate for California Community Colleges is the Delegate Assembly, which consists of one delegate from each of the 116 local student body associations recognized pursuant to California Education Code §76060. 

In Spring 2021, the Student Senate for California Community Colleges (SSCCC) delegates passed Resolution 03.04: Non-Credit Student Leader Enfranchisement. This resolution called for the Student Senate for California Community Colleges to advocate for non-credit students to serve in student government positions (including president, vice president, and student trustee). 

The purpose of this letter is to provide you with resources to advocate for a civic engagement project. 

Why you advocate for non-credit students to participate in student government positions and serve on boards or committees:
· The amount of non-credit full-time equivalent students is 37% [1], meaning 4 of 10 students are denied the right of representation in their student government (“Office of Research and Planning”);
· As evidenced in a 10-year study, 90% of non-credit students never transferred to credit courses [2], with countless others abandoning their goals of obtaining certification, highlighting an inability to meet their unique needs and the negative impact of the lack of non-credit student representation on their academic success [3]; and  
· Per California Code of Regulations, Title 5, § 51023.7., the district or college has an obligation to consult with students on district and college policies and procedures that have a “significant effect on students”and should consult with non-credit students.
